Literacy

As a school we follow Read Write Inc to teach children the skills needed

to decode words and read. We start this in Spring / Summer term by
teaching phonics.

We use a language screener called Wellcomm on all children in EYFS.
This enables us to identify and address any barriers to speech and
language development.

Children in Nursery will bring home a picture book that they have
selected from our school library. This is for you to enjoy together at

home. Please return these in your child’'s book bag so that they can
swap it for another.




Maths

We follow the White Rose Maths framework and the maths mastery
approach. This begins in nursery with learning colours, matching,
sorting, number, pattern, positional language and shape.

You can help at home by: counting songs and games, noticing numerals,
shapes and colours in the environment and talking about them.
